In designing the 190 and 190 D the same high

styling of pure beauty free of dating fads of

fashion and meticulous finish in every detail.

Having set such high standards is in itself an

obligation to maintain them by offering only the best
that can be produced, applying experience,

skill and the most advanced technology.



A beautitul safe touring car

The 190 and 190 D strike you immediately by their new
appearance; an elegant, sleek body with clean lines,
the characteristic Mercedes-Benz radiator, large
windows all round, deep wrap-round front and
rear windows and discreetly used chrome decor to
enhance the beautiful form of the car.
“Fashionable” frills have purposely been avoided.
Of particular interest in the 190 and 190 D are

the driving characteristics which have been
considerably improved over their predecessors.
Application of the same design principle as in the
2.2 litre models has resulted in extraordinarily
good roadholding combined with very comfortable
suspension.

Apart from providing what the designers call
“external safety”’, many features have been
incorporated to increase the internal safety. These
are based on experience gained in elaborate crash
tests conducted by Daimler-Benz. It may be said,
without exaggeration, that the 190 and 190 D

are two of the safest cars offered anywhere

in the world.












Room for a lot of luggage

The rear of the 180 and 180 D, too, iz an example of
beauty in functional design. The result, a clean well
proportioned rear enhanced by a smooth bumper

and elegant horizontal light units. These light

units contain separate rear lights, brake lights, blinkers,
reflectors and reversing lights. The filler cap is

placed behind the hinged number plate for convenient
filling from right or left.

The new rear layout has two very practical aspects.
The straight upper edges of the rear wings,

clearly vigible from the driver’s seat, make it easy to
reverse and park the car with confidence and accuracy.
The other practical feature is the large boot.

With a capacity of over 22 cubic feet its luggage
capacity is quite remarkable. It is a considerable

contribution to travel comfort that even when a

lot of luggage is carried, none need go inside the car
itself thus allowing passengers to travel in

perfect comfort. A set of 6 special suitcases can

be supplied as an extra (see illustration). The spare
wheel and teolkit are on the right and can be
removed without interfering with the luggage.

Still looking at the outside of the car, mention should
be made of the excellant finish of the paintwork

and the chrome. Both are such high quality that

a minimum of care will retain the car's showroom
appearance for many years. A wide choice of
colours is offered. There are 6 standard colours and
many spacial finishes. White-wall tyres can be
supplied as an extra.



Comtfort, excellent visibility and safety at the wheel

A look into the front of the 190/190 D. The first thing
you notice is the easy entry without obstruction

from protruding side supports; the solid wide-opening
doors. The large comfortable front seats have a

wide range of horizontal adjustment so that anyone
can choose a restful position. The large steering
wheel allows drivers of widely differing build to sit
comfortably and relaxed. Between the single

seats there is a tray for oddments. For the front,

a bench seat is available at no extra cost.

The fascia is unobstrusively elegant. The control panel
contains all the necessary instruments and switches
in a clear and convenient layout. The instrument
cluster contains: the vertical signal speedometer
(0-30 m.p. h. yellow, 31-37 m. p. h. yellow-

red stripes, and higher speeds red), day and trip
mileage recorder, gauges for fuel level, oil pressure

and engine temperature, control lights for blinkers,
starter, battery, headlight beams and fuel reserve.
There are oval, controlled, openings to direct

heated air to the front side windows and quarter lights
on both sides, an electric clock, cigar lighter and

a large anti-dazzle driving mirror.

Finally, a word about safety. Anumber of safety features
have been incorporated in the design of the interior

of the 190 and 190 D; special safety locks that make
accidental door opening practically impossible; a large
padded disc on the steering wheel boss, effective
padding on the upper and lower edge of the dashboard
which is itself designed to absorb shock on impact,
padding on the cowling of the instrument

cluster, the door pillars and the sunvisors. All control
knobs are of flexible material and some are recessed.
The rear view mirror becomes detached on impact.









1. The 190 is started by a turn of the ignition key.

The 190 D is just as easy to start. The starter is pulled
out to the first stop and left in that position until

a red glow of the control light indicates the glowing of
the preheater plugs. Now the starter is pulled out
further and the engine springs to life immediately —
even at very low temperature.

2. The large counter-moving windscreen wipers have a
generous overlap leaving no unswept area in the
centre. The foot operated screen-washers are
standard equipment.

3. The controls for the heating and ventilating system
are placed in the centre of the dashboard equally

accessible to the driver and passenger. They provide
for complete adjustment of the air flow and heat

to the upper and lower outlets. They also allow for
separate regulation of the heating of the right

and left side of the car. A booster is provided to ensure
efficient ventilation and heating at low speeds.

4. As an extra, a set of two bolsters is available for
converting the single front seats into a bench seat.
One can be fitted in the tray for oddments between
the seats. The other serves either as an insert to give
one continuous back rest for the front seats or,
folded down, as a central armrest.

5. Another extra is™a steel sliding roof.



Built from the inside outwards

At the right you see the interior. The 1980 and the 190 D
are designed on the principle that a car should be
built around the passenger space, that is to say

to provide ample seating and leg room while at the
same time keeping the overall exterior measurements
within sensible limits. The result: these cars offer
comfort for 5 passengers (6 when a bench seat

is fitted in front) and at the same time they are compact,
easy to handle and to park.

In their appointment and finish the 190 and 190 D

offer the high quality long associated with
Mercedes-Benz cars. The seats are finished by
craftsmen, superbly upholstered and shaped for correct
body support. The covering materials are of the
highest quality and very durable.

The comfortable, spacious interior is carried out in
carefully matched restful colours which meet modern
taste and the requirements of the most discerning
drivers who appreciate being able to arrive relaxed
after long journeys.
